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Making Mistakes and Learning from Them 
Making mistakes is a great way to learn. Think 
about how a baby learns to walk. They pull them-
selves up, take that fantastic first step and ... fall 
down. They pull themselves back up again and fall 
again. Each day they continue to practise, eventu-
ally they get steadier on their feet and are able to 
take a few more steps.  This learning process of 
having a go, learning from your attempt and putting 
this new knowledge towards your next attempt is 
also important when learning other skills such as 
reading, writing and maths. 
Some people are scared of failing and do not at-
tempt new tasks and activities for fear of not get-
ting it right. This is crazy. You can learn from mak-
ing mistakes. Just because you failed last year, 
yesterday or two minutes ago does not mean you 
will fail today, tomorrow or on your next attempt 
There are many fantastic examples from history 
that show how mistakes and failures can lead to 
success. Did you know Michael Jordan failed to 
make his secondary school's basketball team? 
And Walt Disney was fired from a newspaper, be-
cause he lacked ‘good creative ideas’?  
At school and at home we need to encourage our 
children to attempt tasks with a positive attitude. 
When they have completed the task they can then 
sit back and celebrate the parts they have suc-
ceeded at and learn from the areas where they 
have made mistakes. We want our children to con-
tinue to believe in their ability no matter how many 
times they have failed.

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Talking with kids and young people 
 
Talking with our children comes naturally, and we don’t often give it a great deal of thought. It’s some-
thing that we ‘just do’ like preparing breakfast or making lunches. However, the quality of our communi-
cation does make a difference. Good communication helps children and young people shape positive 
attitudes about themselves as well as allowing parents a window into their children’s thinking and pro-
moting good relationships. 
Some ideas to help 
· Mealtimes can be great social occasions- more than just refuelling stops. They provide a great op-
portunity for families to get together and talk. Turn off the TV, sit down at the table together and let the 
conversation flow… 
· Stop what you are doing and tune in to your child or young person when they approach you to talk. 

· Talk about each other’s day, the highlights and the lowlights and share your own day with your chil-
dren. 
· If you have a ‘conversational clam’ in your family try talking over a snack, or while doing an activity.  
Boys, in particular, tend to open up more while their hands are busy. Relax, go for a walk together and 
watch how their tongues loosen up. 
· If ‘nah’ or ‘yep’ are the only responses you get from your children consider asking open ended ques-
tions i.e. questions that begin with What, Where, How or Why. Ask interesting questions that will spark 
more than a one-word response. 
Respect children’s boundaries. There are times when a good listener will know when to keep quiet. Chil-
dren will often share information when they are ready. 
 Talking turn-offs 

Lecturing children: ‘When I was young…’ is a sure way of blocking communication with your 
child or young person. 

Shouting: Using a calm quiet voice is a more affective way to get a point across than a raised 
voice. 

Put-downs: They lower children’s self-confidence and they turn children off listening to you.
