Emotional Intelligence
Dr Samantha Seymour says: “Research shows
that children who can understand and cope with
emotions:
do better in school,
form stronger relationships,
have fewer behavioural problems, and
generally lead happier, healthier and less
stressful lives.”

Dr Seymour is a clinical physiologist based in
Tasmania. She works extensively with children,
adolescents and their families improving their
emotional wellbeing by assisting them to become
more aware of the connection between their
thoughts, emotions and behaviours.

Dr Seymour believes it is very important for chil-
dren to gain a good understanding of emotions. In
a recent article published in the magazine ‘Shine’,
she says: “emotional development is just as im-
portant as a child’s educational development”.

Dr Seymour believes the first step in healthy emo-
tional development is being able to understand
different emotions. By gaining an understanding
of what emotions feel like children will then be in
the position to develop strategies of how to re-
spond appropriately when they experience these
emotions. This is particularly important when chil-
dren are experiencing the emotion of ‘anger’.

At Guthrie Street, through our Emotional Intelli-
gence Program, we provide all our students with
the opportunity to learn about emotions and we
assist them to develop strategies to deal with
them. We also teach our students about the con-
nection between thoughts, feelings and actions.
We believe our commitment to developing emo-
tional skills is making a positive impact on indi-
viduals, classrooms and our school.
