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What can you do to assist reluctant readers?
Children who are not enthusiastic readers may
develop avoidance strategies to delay the activity.
At home they will want to go to the toilet, or they’ll
be hungry, thirsty, tired, hot, cold, itchy or feeling
unwell.
For some families, reading time can swiftly be-
come battle time. If your family is experiencing this
battle | encourage you to try some of the following
strategies to help the reluctant reader at home:
Make reading time short, frequent, enjoyable
and unavoidable. Draw up a schedule with your
child which includes dates, times and durations.
Begin with 5 minutes a day, 5 times a week.

Reassure them that you want to help and sup-
port them. Children need to know that adults

sometimes avoid doing things they don't like, but °

learning to read is far too important to ignore.

Try the ‘I read, you read, we read’ approach.
When it is your turn to read, make sure you read
with enthusiasm and expression so that your child
sees it as a fun activity. Encourage your child to
follow the words with their finger if it helps. You set
the pace when you read with your child and this
will help to develop confidence. When it is their
turn to read encourage and praise their efforts.

Be confident that your child will learn to read,
but remember that everyone learns to read at a
different pace. Talk to them about being patient
and persistent and let them know that it will even-
tually happen.

Finally remember the single most important thing
you can do to help your child is to READ TO AND
WITH him or her regularly.

School Uniforms
Over the past couple of weeks | have noticed that
a number of children are wearing other apparel °
(particularly jumpers) that does not meet our uni-
form guidelines. If circumstances do arise that re-
quire children to be out of uniform | ask parents to
write a note of explanation to the classroom

teacher. While on this topic can | remind parents
that if a child has lost a jumper to check the lost
property cupboard at school, at present it is full to
overflowing! | also encourage parents to check
tonight that jumpers are named; this makes it so
much easier to return them to their owners. Finally
if you are in need of replacement uniform items a
reminder that these are available at a number of
outlets in Shepparton, or through our extensive
Second-Hand Uniform Shop at school. | would ap-
preciate parent support on this issue.
