Head Lice 
It is that time of the year when head lice is quite prevalent throughout the school once 
again! I have listed some pointers to help parents bring the problem under control at home. 
 

· You do not need to spend a lot of money on treatment. A large bottle of conditioner 
can be purchased from places such as Go-Lo, Reject shop etc. for approximately $3.00 for 
1 litre. 

· Buy a metal nit comb. These are much better than the plastic nit combs and the electric nit zappers. 

· Smother the hair in the conditioner as this slows down the movement of live lice. Comb through the hair 
with the metal nit comb, wiping the comb on a piece of paper towel to remove any live lice or eggs after each 
comb through. 

· Removing just the live lice is not enough. The live eggs also need to be removed as they will HATCH – 
starting the whole process again! 

· This will need to be done again in 7 days time to remove any further live lice or live eggs. 
Tying your child’s hair up whilst at school will help alleviate the spread of head lice. Please ensure this is done 
everyday. 
 
Co-operation and treatment by all parents is paramount in helping to bring the head lice problem under control.

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Catchment capers update 
 

Do you like the river? Do you like the environment?  
If so read on! 

 
The Catchment Capers Team went down to the Broken River Friday 24th October 
and completed our water testing. We tested the Temperature, Turbidity and Dis-
solved Oxygen.  
 

Temperature  – We test the Temperature because it can speed up or slow 
down the rate of many chemical reactions that occur in the water. It is measured in 
degrees Celsius (°C) using a thermometer. 

Turbidity  – We test for Turbidity to find out how cloudy the water is. Cloudi-
ness in our waterways reduces the oxygen in the water available for animals and 
plants. It also increases the temperature of the water, which is one of the factors 
involved in toxic algal blooms. It is measured in Nephelometric Turbidity Units 
(NTUs). 

Dissolved Oxygen  – We test for Dissolved Oxygen to find out how much 
oxygen gas is present in the water. All plants and animals need high levels of dis-
solved oxygen in the water to survive. It is measure in milligrams per litre (mg/L) 
 
The Water Testing Results: 

Temperature – 17.4 °C 
Turbidity – 110 NTUs  (Anything >25 NTUs is Not so good) 
Dissolved Oxygen – 7 mg/L (Anything 6-8 mg/L is Good) 

 
The Environment Results: 
The birds we saw include Kookaburra, Willy Wagtail, Finch, Magpie, Sparrow, 
Cockatoo and Galah. Willy Wagtails and Finches were the most common birds.  
 

Our next river visit will be on Friday the 7th of November.
