Our RiverConnect statement:

At Guthrie Street we plan to continue caring for ou r area around the Broken River and
learning about the river environment.

As a part of our Reach we have selected a group of Grade 5/6 students to form a Catchment
Capers Team, an initiative from Goulbourn Valley Water. The students will be responsible for
monitoring the Broken River for salinity, dissolved oxygen, temperature and turbidity on a
monthly basis. Tomorrow Bruce Paton from GV Water will give the students an introduction to
the program and we will complete our first water test and habitat assessment. We are leaving at
1pm from the Gallery and returning to school at 1:40pm.
